These are not Bible Study groups, the discussions are not 

theological, and it doesn't matter how familiar you are with scripture. We 

supply Bible commentary books that provide insights into the readings, and 

during the meetings, group members share what the week's scriptures mean to 

them personally, and how they have or want to apply them to their own life 

situations and struggles.  

SCC members are spiritual companions on the journey of life. They give each 

other understanding, support, prayer, encouragement and hope in the midst of 

difficulties. They form bonds of friendships that bring God's unconditional 

love to each one. God's love and the parish's warmth and caring become 

concretely evident!
